To determine creamy layer status of any candidate as given in Category-VI of the Schedule to the
OM, income from the salaries and income from the agricultural land shall not be taken into account.
It means that if income from salaries of the parents of any candidate is more than Rs.4.5 lakh per
annum, income from agricultural land is more than Rs.4.5 lakh per annum, but income from other
sources (business) is less than Rs.4.5 lakh per annum, the candidate shall not be treated to be falling
in creamy layer on the basis of Income/Wealth Test.
